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The presented work presents original data on soil contamination with polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons and heavy metals of urban parks in the city of Brno, Czech Republic, on soil annelid assemblages (Lumbricidae, Enchytraeidae) in these parks and on potential effects of the contaminants.
